CREED RECITATION EVENT


CREED RECITATION EVENT
Purpose:

The Creed Recitation Event is offered only in the junior division and is designed to give students in 6th-9th grades the opportunity to demonstrate skills in public speaking and oral expression of personal beliefs.

Event Summary:

In this event, participants will recite by memory the FHA-HERO Creed as found in the California FHA-HERO Member's Handbook. After reciting the creed, participants will submit to two (2) minutes of questioning by the judges.

Specific Rules:
1.
In addition to the rules listed below, please refer to the section entitled "General Rules and 
Guidelines" at the beginning of the CRE Guide for other information pertaining to the event.

2.
No student above the 9th grade level shall be eligible to participate in the Creed Recitation 
Event.

3.
Each participant will be required to recite by memory the current official FHA-HERO Creed as found in the California FHA-HERO Member's Handbook.


NOTE:
By memory means that once the participant has begun reciting the creed, he/she:

a.

Must recite the creed, word for word, without any errors.


b.

May not stop and start over.


c.

May not use notecards.

4.
Each participant must begin his/her presentation by stating "The California FHA-HERO Creed" before starting the recitation of the creed. The participant shall give no other introductory or concluding remarks. This includes saying “thank you.”

5.
Each participant will submit to two (2) minutes of questioning by judges after reciting the creed. Questions will be limited to the meaning and the content of the creed. All participants will be asked the same questions.

6.
Participants will be identified by numbers/letters only.

7.
Because of the questioning period in the event, participants will not be allowed to view other participant recitations until after they have given their own recitation.

8.
Presentations may be improved upon at each level.

9.
Participants shall wear official FHA-HERO dress as specified in Section I, Official Dress for CRE Competition, at the beginning of the CRE Guide.
10.
The participant must be present for the beginning of CRE Check-In and Rehearsal and attend the entire CRE Check-In and Rehearsal.

The time and location of CRE Check-In and Rehearsal will be announced by the 




CRE Chairperson at the beginning of the CRE Day and/or will be listed in the CRE 




Day agenda.

Penalties and Specific Disqualifications:
1.
Penalties:


a.
Ten (10) points will be deducted if the participant does not begin his/her presentation by stating: “The California FHA-HERO Creed.” (Specific Rule 4)


b.
Ten (10) points will be deducted if the participant gives any introductory remarks other than “The California FHA-HERO Creed.” (Specific Rule 4)


c.
Ten (10) points will be deducted if the participant gives any concluding remarks. (Specific Rule 4)


d.
Twenty (20) points will be deducted if the participant must stop and start over. (Specific Rule 3)


e.
Twenty (20) points total will be deducted if the participant recites the creed with one or more errors. (Specific Rule 3)


f.
Fifteen to ninety (15-90) points will be deducted if the participant does not wear official FHA-HERO dress. (Specific Rule 9)


g.
Fifteen (15) points will be deducted if the participant is late to or does not attend the entire CRE Check-In and Rehearsal. (Specific Rule 10)

The participant uses notecards. (Specific Rule 3)

The participant views other creed presentations before giving his/her recitation.

c. The participant does not attend the Awards Ceremony or uses a substitute to accept 
his/her award. (General Rules and Guidelines H.20)
Procedures for Event and Selection of Winners:
1.
The event chairperson shall be in charge of this event at each level.

2.
During the orientation meeting, participants shall be given numbers/letters indicating order of 
participation.

3.
The participant must be ready to begin his/her preparation or presentation when his/her 
identification number/letter is called. Participants are to remain in a holding area (i.e. 
hallway, etc.)
outside the presentation room until they are called in to compete.
4.
The event chairperson shall introduce each participant by identification number/letter only.
5.
When each participant has completed his/her presentation, he/she will be asked questions 
by the judges pertaining to the meaning and the content of the creed. All participants will be 
asked the same questions.

6.
The questioning period will be stopped after two (2) minutes.

7.
When each participant has completed his/her presentation, judges will score the 
presentation. Each judge will total his/her rating sheet and return it at the specified time to 
the event chairperson.

8.
The event chairperson will recheck points, total all rating sheets for each entry, deduct 
penalty points if appropriate, and rank the participants in order on the basis of the total.

9.
Points awarded by the judges and penalty points deducted by the chairperson will be final.

10.
In the event of a tie, the judges will determine the winner.
11.
In the event that a properly prepared participant faces no competition at any level, the participant may be declared the winner by the judges after the participant has been evaluated.

INFORMATION FOR EVENT PERSONNEL
Required Event Personnel:

1.
One event chairperson to orient judges, note penalties, secure all necessary materials and equipment for the event, and assist with CRE Check-In and Rehearsal.
2.
Three (3) competent and impartial persons to judge the event as outlined in the CRE Chairperson’s guide.

3.
One door monitor to control spectators entering and leaving the presentation room during the event.

4.
One timekeeper to record the two (2) minute questioning period.

5.
One assistant to supervise participants who have not yet competed.

Instructions for Event Chairperson:

1. 
Arrange for all necessary materials and equipment for the event.
2.
Read carefully the sections entitled “General Rules and Guidelines,” the event, and the responsibilities outlined for event chairpersons in order to conduct the event in a manner consistent with state guidelines.

3.
Attend all meetings related to the competition.

4.
Check room arrangements to be certain the event will operate smoothly.

5.
Conduct an orientation session for participants the day of the event to:



a.
Distribute identification numbers/letters


b.
Explain the event and their responsibilities



c.
Distribute sample thank you letters to sponsors, if applicable



d.
Check or make notes regarding the specific rules which may have implication for penalty points and/or disqualification

6.
Assemble judges at the specified time prior to the event to clarify all questions, rating procedures, to develop questions and to assign identification numbers to the judges.

7.
Work with judges to develop questions concerning the meaning and content of the Creed.


NOTE:

All participants will be asked the same questions.

8.
Complete information on event chairperson’s work sheet for each participant, noting penalty points and/or reasons for disqualification.

9.
Recheck each judge’s rating sheet to verify all identification data and to insure that point assignments are included for each category. If there is a discrepancy, check with the judges for clarification.

10.
During each participant’s recitation, use the Creed Recitation Event Form included in this guide to check for errors in memorization and deduct penalty points as appropriate.

11.
Deduct penalty points only once from the total composite of all judge’s rating sheets.
12.
Complete participant data sheets.

13.
Do not excuse judges until the winners have been determined.

14.
Submit rating sheets, comment sheets, event chairperson’s work sheets, event check sheets, participant data sheets, and all event materials to the CRE Chairperson.

15.
Keep results of the event confidential until the awards presentation.

16.
Be present for CRE Check-In and Rehearsal; take roll and check participants for official dress.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR JUDGES
1.
Give careful consideration to each rule and judge each entry in the same manner and under the same conditions.

2.
Complete the rating sheet in ink.



NOTE:
Use only designated points and complete each category on the rating sheet.

3.
Complete a comment sheet for each participant. Write commendations and recommendations in the space provided. Constructive comments are encouraged. The participants will receive the comment sheets after the Awards Ceremony.

4.
Meet at the event site at the specified time prior to the event to confer on rule meanings, rating sheets, room arrangements, materials and equipment, and to develop questions to be asked during the competition.

5.
Know the participants by identification number/letter only.

6.
Prior to the event, each judge will be furnished with a copy of the Creed.

7.
Be seated at the time of the event in the assigned place in the room in which the event is being held. Rate each participant on the delivery of his/her presentation using the rating sheet provided.

8.
Total rating sheets and return them to the event chairperson as instructed either after each entry is judged or after judging is completed.

9.
Initial, in ink, any changes on rating sheets.

10.
Remain at the event site until all winners have been determined and until rating sheets have been checked for accuracy.

11.
Keep results of the event confidential until the awards presentation.

SPECTATORS AND RESOURCES

Spectators:

Spectators will be allowed.

2.
No talking or gesturing shall be permitted.

3.
Spectators are not allowed in the orientation session.

4.
No one is to enter or leave during the individual presentations.

5.
Participants may not view the competition until after they have completed their presentation.

Participants in this event will be held in an area (i.e. hallway, etc.) away from the presentation room until they have competed.

6.
Applause shall be withheld until each participant has completed his/her presentation.
