
DEFINITIONS
The following terms are commonly used during preparation for and participation in the California FHA-HERO Competitive Recognition Events:

Adult Division: the category designed for members who are 18 years of age or older enrolled in a ROCP/HECT program.
Chapter Events:  the Competitive Recognition Events designed for participation by the entire FHA-HERO chapter.
Competitive Recognition Events:  a California FHA-HERO program that provides an opportunity for FHA-HERO members to discover and develop special talents and abilities, to achieve a sense of accomplishment and to receive recognition for special skills learned through Home Economics Careers and Technology programs.
Consumer and Family Studies (CFS):  one of two instructional program components of Home Economics Careers and Technology Education that prepares students with skills for personal and family living and for managing home and work responsibilities.
Event Chairperson:  the FHA-HERO advisor designated to be in charge of facilitating an event according to State CRE guidelines.
FHA-HERO:  the career-technical student organization for students enrolled in California Home Economics Careers and Technology programs that prepares students with leadership, citizenship and career skills for family, community and work roles. FHA-HERO is the third component in Home Economics Careers and Technology Education.
Home Economics Related Occupations (HERO):  one of two instructional programs of Home Economics Careers and Technology Education that contributes to economic development by preparing youth and adults for employment and postsecondary education in eight career pathways.
Individual Events:  the Competitive Recognition Events open for participation by individual members.
Junior Division:  the category designed for members in grades 6-9.
Official Dress:  term for uniform designated to be worn by members at all levels of the organization- chapter, region, state and national. Official dress ensures a professional image for the competitors for evaluation by business and industry representatives and serves to unite the membership.
Qualifying Competition:  the regional level of competition of the Competitive Recognition Events program. Competitions are held for all members who submitted their membership dues and entry forms by the deadline. First, second, third, fourth, and fifth place winners of the qualifying level advance to the state level of competition.
Senior Division:  the category designed for members in grades 10-12. 
State Finals Competition:  Competitive Recognition Events held during the State Leadership Meeting for the first, second, third, fourth, and fifth place winners of the qualifying competitions.
Team Events:  the Competitive Recognition Events designed for participation by two or more FHA-HERO members from the same chapter.
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
