COMPETITIVE RECOGNITION EVENTS
GENERAL RULES AND GUIDELINES

The following rules and guidelines will be enforced at qualifying and state levels of the Competitive Recognition Events (CRE) Program:
A.
Eligibility:

1. Only continuously affiliated chapters which submit initial dues by October 15 are eligible to participate in Competitive Recognition Events. New or reinstated chapters must submit initial dues by January 15 in order to participate in Competitive Recognition Events.
2.
To be eligible for participation in Competitive Recognition Events, continuously affiliated chapters must submit electronic entry forms and fees for chapter, team and individual events entered and postmarked by November 15. A late fee will apply to those chapters who chose to not meet the established deadline date. New or reinstated chapters must submit electronic entry forms by January 15.
3.
Chapters may substitute CRE participants for any event in either division, if the names of the substitutes are received in the FHA-HERO Financial Services Office by the date published on the State FHA-HERO calendar. The calendar is included in the fall affiliation packet. Electronic entry forms must be submitted along with a $5.00 substitution fee per entry.
4. Members who are added to an affiliated chapter after November 15 and before January 15 may compete in CRE if they are eligible for the event and if their electronic entry form and fees and the chapter’s updated affiliation form and membership roster are received in the FHA-HERO Forms Processing Office by the date published on the State FHA-HERO calendar. The calendar is included in the fall affiliation packet.

5. Competitive Recognition Events are available for participation in three classifications:


a.
Chapter Events are open to all FHA-HERO chapters which have affiliated by the 
designated dates and have membership rosters on file in the State Office.


b.
Team Events are open to all FHA-HERO members who have paid affiliation fees and 
are in good standing with the affiliated FHA-HERO chapter at the school which they 
attend. The names of all competing individuals, including alternates, must be listed 
on the chapter membership roster on file in the state office, submitted by the 
designated dates, unless they are a substitute or new member as described in rules 
three (3) and four (4) above.

c.
Individual Events are open to all members who have paid affiliation fees and are in 
good standing with the affiliated FHA-HERO chapter at the school which they attend. 
The names of the individual must be listed on the chapter membership roster on file 
in the state office, submitted by the designated dates, unless they are a substitute or 
new member as described in rules three (3) and four (4) above.
6.
Affiliated chapters may participate in three (3) divisions:


a.
Junior Division: Only members in grades 6-9 may participate in this division in all 


events except Commercial Food Preparation; Culinary Arts Display; Fashion Design;


Hospitality, Tourism & Recreation; Job Application and Interview; Parliamentary 


Procedure; and Teaching Careers.



b.
Senior Division: Only members in grades 10-12 may participate in this division in all 


events except Creed Recitation.


c.
Adult Division: Only members currently enrolled in a HECT-related career pathway 


program as an adult may participate in the Culinary Arts and Hospitality, Tourism & 


Recreation events.




NOTE:
Team Events: If one team member is a junior division participant and the 




other participant is from the senior division, the team shall participate in 




the senior division with the exception of Commercial Food Preparation.


7.
Members may enter only one CRE event in either the individual or team 

classifications for the current school year.

8. A participant may represent only one chapter in CRE events in a given year.

9.
Each participant’s local chapter advisor, school administrator and parent/guardian must 
authorize his/her participation in CRE events.

10.
Participants must first participate in qualifying CRE events in order to be eligible to 
compete at subsequent levels of competition. 

EXCEPTION:
Parliamentary Procedure Event
11. The first, second, third, fourth and fifth place competitors in each division of qualifying competition shall be eligible to compete in the State Finals. In the event that a qualifying state competitor cannot compete at state finals, they must notify the State Office immediately. 
12. State Finals participants and advisors will receive a special mailing with the State Finals schedule and specific instructions on how to prepare for State Finals at least two (2) weeks prior to State Finals.

13. Infractions of rules or policies for conduct may be sufficient cause to suspend an individual or an entire chapter from participation in Competitive Recognition Events. Such instances will be reviewed by a CRE policy committee, which will make the final decision regarding an individual’s or chapter’s status. At the qualifying level, the committee shall consist of the Competitive Recognition Events Chairperson, Region Coordinator and Regional Advisor. At the state level, the committee shall consist of the Competitive Recognition Event Chairperson, the State CRE Coordinator, and the State Advisor.


EXCEPTION:
No committee member shall be the advisor to the participant(s) in 






question.

B. 
Entry Process:
1. An electronic entry system is available on the FHA-HERO Web page for chapters in the fall; the Web Entry System (WES) will open for chapter advisors to submit Entries on or before October 15. All forms are only available in electronic format through the WES for submittal.
2. Only the individual or team members listed on the chapters’ electronic entry list within the WES will be allowed to compete.

3. Chapters may exercise the option of having an alternate team member in team events only. Only the alternate member listed within the WES may be utilized at any level of competition. Once an alternate team member participates, the team has the option to have the original competitor return to compete at subsequent levels of competition.
4. Advisors shall submit the electronic entry form for each participant and forward the proper fees and the Participant Summary Sheet to the FHA-HERO Forms Processing Office.

5.
Each advisor must submit the following materials in one packet to the FHA-HERO 


Forms Processing Office:

a. Participant’s Summary Sheet (composite listing of all entry forms and fees)

b. A check made payable to FHA-HERO for all entries

c. Chapters that submit entry packets that are not complete or not filled out correctly will have the forms returned and will risk not being able to participate in CRE
NOTE:   Additional CRE participants may be substituted on the WES for any event in 
any division, if the names are received in electronic format on the WES by 
the date published on the State FHA-HERO calendar. The calendar is 
included in the fall affiliation packet. Electronic entry forms must be 
submitted along with a $5.00 substitution fee and any late fees as it applies 
per entry. A new Participant’s Summary Sheet and fees will be submitted to 

the FHA-HERO Forms Processing Office for substitutions.

NOTE:
Members who are added to an affiliated chapter after November 15 and 
before January 15 may compete in CRE if they are eligible for the event and 
if their electronic entry form and fees and the chapter’s updated application 
form and 
membership roster are received in the FHA-HERO Forms 
Processing Office by the date published on the State FHA-HERO calendar. 
The calendar is included in the fall affiliation packet.

6.
Only the participant(s) / chapter whose name appears on the CRE Chairperson’s 
“Participant 
Data Sheet” may compete. This information is sent to chapter advisors prior 
to competition.
7.
Any member who placed first in an individual or team event at the state level the 
previous year shall not be eligible to participate in that same event and division the 
following year.


EXCEPTION:
Parliamentary Procedure Event state winners.


EXCEPTION:   
Participants who placed first at state in Culinary Arts Display may 




compete in a different category the next year.

8. If, because of a disability, impairment, language deficiency, or religious requirement, a participant would not be able to comply with any general or specific rule during competition, the participant must request a waiver from the State FHA-HERO Office. The request for waiver must be in writing and postmarked no later than three (3) weeks prior to qualifying and/or state competition.



NOTE:  
If an emergency occurs which would require a waiver after the three (3) week 




deadline, the advisor to the said participant must notify either the Region or 




State Advisor or the Region or State CRE Chairperson prior to competition.

D. 
Rescheduling CRE Days:


1.
CRE Events may be canceled, rescheduled or delayed only by a Region Advisor and 


CRE Chairperson. The only valid reason for the cancellation of a CRE day is a disaster


considered to be an act of God which would affect at least fifty percent of the participants 

at any level of competition. Examples of valid reasons would be tornadoes, floods, 


earthquakes, hurricanes, fire, snow, fog and major damage on main highways.


2.
The Region Advisor and CRE Chairperson may establish alternate days for region 


competitions.



3.
The State Advisor and State CRE Chairperson may establish alternate days for state 


competition.

E. 
Selection of Chairpersons and Judges:


1.
Advisors of participants in a given event may serve as the chairperson for that event if it 


is deemed necessary by either the qualifying CRE Chairperson or the State CRE 



Coordinator.


2.
Individuals with expertise in each event will be selected as judges.

a. Parents of participants will not be allowed to judge an event in which their son or daughter is participating.

b. Advisors will not be allowed to serve as judges in events in which their students are competing.

F.
Protocol:


Questions and/or comments regarding a chapter’s, team’s, or individual’s compliance with 
any of the CRE general rules or event rules should be brought to the attention of CRE 
Chairperson(s) at the time of the event.

G.
CRE Awards Session:


The following procedure will be followed for the Competitive Recognition Events (CRE) 
Awards Program:
1. Immediately preceding the Awards Ceremony, participants/chapter representatives are expected to attend CRE Check-In and Rehearsal. Each event chairperson will meet with their participants; roll will be taken, official dress policies as specified at each level will be checked and directions will be given regarding the Awards Ceremony. Penalty points will be deducted if the participant/chapter representative is late to or does not attend the entire CRE Check-In and Rehearsal.
2.
Following the completion of CRE Check-In and Rehearsal at each level, an Awards 

Ceremony will be held. The Awards Ceremony will be directed and conducted by the 
Competitive Recognition Events Chairperson.
3.
All participants and winners, except those who have been disqualified, will be recognized 
and honored. It is required that all participants be present to receive their awards and/or 
certificates. Only participants wearing official FHA-HERO dress as specified at each 
level will be 
allowed on stage to receive their awards.

4.
Participants will receive judges’ comment sheets, outlines, bibliographies and other 
materials specified in the event from their chapter advisor following the closing general 
session.

H. 
Guidelines for Competitors:
1. Participants should read and be familiar with the following sections of the CRE Guide:


a.
“General Rules and Guidelines”


b.
CRE Event


c.
CRE Questions and Answers as applicable

2.
Participants must meet qualifications and adhere to the “General Rules and Guidelines” 
as well as the specific rules set forth in each event.

3.
Any entry may be improved at each level, but the concept or the topic may not be 
changed. The comments from the judges may be considered to improve the event at 
each level.
4. The materials for each entry must be original or new each year.

5. Participants shall not use live animals in any part of the presentation.

6. CRE participants will adhere to the policies for conduct and dress as outlined in these general rules and guidelines or as specified in each event. The enforcement of policies for conduct and dress shall begin at orientation, continue through competition, as appropriate, and conclude with the closing ceremony. Failure to adhere to these guidelines will result in penalty points or disqualification.
7. A member who has submitted an entry form for participation and who cannot compete on the day of Competitive Recognition Events must notify the Region and State CRE Chairperson in advance.

8. Any member who placed first in an individual or team event at the state level the previous year shall not be eligible to participate in that same event and division the following year.


EXCEPTION:
 Parliamentary Procedure Event state winners.


EXCEPTION:   
 Participants who placed first at state in Culinary Arts Display may 




 compete in a different category the next year.

9.
Guidelines for participants of region and state officers and candidates in CRE are 
provided below:
a. State officers shall not be allowed to participate in CRE during their term of office.

b. It is highly recommended that region officers not participate in CRE during their term of office in order to fulfill the officer responsibilities and to avoid scheduling conflicts.

c. It is highly recommended that members considering to run for state and region office for the coming year not participate in CRE so they will be able to give their full effort in preparing for the office interview and campaigning process. In the event an officer candidate decides to run for office, they are responsible for notifying the appropriate individual to determine time for officer candidate responsibilities and for competing in the events. Prior to the beginning of the scheduled activities, the officer candidate/competitor is responsible for seeking instructions and clarification from either the region or state advisor and the region or state CRE chairperson, depending on level of candidacy and competition.

10.
If, because of a disability, impairment, language deficiency or religious requirement, a 
participant would not be able to comply with any general or specific rule during 
competition, the participant must request a waiver from the State FHA-HERO Office. The 
request for waiver must be in writing and postmarked no later than three (3) weeks prior 
to qualifying and/or state competition.



NOTE:  
If an emergency occurs which would require a waiver after the three (3) week 




deadline, the advisor to the said participant must notify either the region or 




state advisor or the region or state CRE chairperson prior to competition.

11. Participants who are not present at the beginning of orientation will be disqualified.

12. Participants may not leave the orientation to get materials nor will anyone be allowed to bring materials to the participant once the orientation has begun.

13. Only participants, event chairperson(s) and other required event personnel, as appropriate to the event, are allowed in the room once the event has begun.
14. In events where participants must be present for judging, participants who are not present or are not ready to begin their presentation at the appointed time will be automatically disqualified.

15. Points awarded by the judges and penalty points deducted by the event chairperson are final.

16. Participants shall receive penalties or be disqualified if general and specific event rules are not followed.

17. Participants will be disqualified and not allowed to compete when any of the following occur.  Disqualification will result when the participant(s) or chapter:
a. Has no completed “CRE Student Permission Form”
b. Name is not listed on the CRE chairperson’s “Participant Data Sheet”

c. Is late to dress check

d. Does not report to orientation at the scheduled time

e. Does not attend the entire orientation

f. Does not bring all supplies/materials/equipment, as specified for the event, to the beginning of orientation.
g. Is not ready to begin preparation or presentation when his/her identification number or letter is called




NOTE:   To prevent disqualification, CRE participants should be either in the 




    presentation room or directly outside the door
h. Presents the same presentation as in a previous year

i. 
Uses live animals as part of the presentation
j. 
Does not attend the CRE Check-In and Rehearsal and/or Awards Ceremony

k. Uses a substitute to accept his or her award

l. 
In addition to the general disqualifications listed above, participants are reminded to review specific disqualifications included in each event

18. In the event of a disqualification, participants and/or chapters shall be notified immediately or as applicable during orientation and/or prior to the beginning of the awards program. Participants who are disqualified shall not receive either a certificate or a plaque of participation.

19. Participants/chapter representatives must attend the CRE Check-In and Rehearsal. The CRE Check-In and Rehearsal will be held just prior to the Awards Ceremony. The time and location of this activity will be announced at the beginning of the CRE Day and/or will be listed in the CRE Day agenda. Participants/chapter representatives will have penalty points deducted if they are not present at the beginning of CRE Check-In and Rehearsal.

20. All eligible CRE competitors must attend the Awards Ceremony. Any participant not accepting his/her award or any participant using a substitute to accept his/her award will be disqualified.

21. All participants will receive a certificate or plaque of participation and the appropriate award during the Awards Ceremony at each level of competition unless they have been disqualified.

22. Following the closing general session, the advisors will receive copies of the judges’ comment sheets, outlines, bibliographies, and other materials as specified in the event to distribute to their participants.
23. If a participant is observed performing an unsafe act that could result in bodily harm. The participant will be directed to stop that action and proceed to the next step.
I.
Official Dress for Competitive Recognition Events:

PURPOSE AND HISTORY

The purpose of wearing official dress for Competitive Recognition Events (CRE) is to project a professional image and assist students in increasing their understanding of professional-type dress as based on professional standards in the business world. Official dress provides a means to focus on a student’s performance and not on his/her clothing.


Official dress for FHA-HERO remained basically unchanged through the 1970s. Students and advisors developed the current guidelines. These guidelines were established to make it possible to check official dress in an objective, rather than subjective, manner.


Penalties for CRE competitors who were not wearing official dress have ranged from a ten (10) point deduction in 1974 to disqualification in 1986. The current dress policy reflects a compromise developed with input from students and advisors. This policy is intended to reduce the disqualification of participants and still encourage students to wear professional attire.

WHEN TO WEAR OFFICIAL DRESS

For the Competitive Recognition Events, official dress must be worn starting at orientation and continuing to the end of the Awards Ceremony. This includes the CRE Check-In and Rehearsal and Awards Ceremony. For exceptions, refer to the Child Development Event, Specific Rule 16, the Commercial Food Preparation Event, Specific Rule 7, and the Culinary Arts Display Event, Specific Rule 15.

EVALUATING OFFICIAL DRESS

Official Dress Check List:  

The dress check is conducted by the CRE Chairperson and a State Staff Representative during the participant orientation at the qualifying level of competition and by State Staff at the state level of competition. To provide consistent interpretation of official dress, an “Official Dress Check List” is used. A copy of the “Official Dress Check List” is posted on the FHA-HERO Web site and explained in detail in this document.


Implications of not following the guidelines for official dress:  


Failure to wear any part of official dress at any time during CRE Competition will result in a penalty point deduction of fifteen (15) points for each penalty area. The maximum penalty at qualifying competition will be seventy-five (75) points. The maximum penalty at state finals will be ninety (90) points.


The following procedures are in effect for participants who are not in official dress for any aspect of CRE Orientation (except as specifically noted in some events); CRE Competition (except as specifically noted in some events); CRE Check-In and Rehearsal, and Award Ceremony):

1. Penalty points will be deducted as appropriate for infractions related to non compliance with official dress guidelines as listed on the “Official CRE Dress Checklist Form” and as outlined below in the section titled “Components of Official Dress.” Participants who do not demonstrate an effort to be in compliance with official dress will lose a significant amount of points. This applies at every level of the CRE program, including competition and the awards program.

2. Final rankings will be changed, if applicable.

3. Awards will be redistributed, if necessary.


At the State Finals only, CRE participants who are not in official dress with the FHA-HERO 
blazer will not be allowed to go on stage to receive their awards. In such instances, the 
awards for these participants will be distributed after the Closing Ceremony.

COMPONENTS OF OFFICIAL DRESS:

Official FHA-HERO Blazer

The Official FHA-HERO blazer is required at the following times during competition:



NOTE:   The FHA-HERO emblem is required on the left hip pocket of the blazer.


1.
State Finals Competition: All competitors are required to wear an official FHA-HERO 


blazer during all phases of competition at the State Finals unless otherwise indicated in 


the specific event.


2.
State Finals Awards Ceremony: In order to receive recognition on stage, all CRE 



participants must wear an official FHA-HERO blazer.

3.
Official FHA-HERO blazers accepted for dress check include the following: Winton 


design, Wendy Dawn design, Dick Reno Sportswear, API, Paula Maita, or Edwards 


Garment Company design.

Official Dress for Females:

Blouses:
· Solid white blouses, with collars of the same fabric, free from decoration other than stitching and having white buttons (including white pearl buttons) down the full front of the garment. Shirts/blouses must be tucked in pants or skirts. If shirts/blouses are not tucked in, a 15 point deduction will be taken.
· Collar styles that are acceptable include Peter Pan, Notched, or Tailored (see diagram).

· Blouses with or without a placket covering the buttons, pockets, button-down collars or top stitching are acceptable, but all elements of the blouse must be white, giving the garment a solid appearance.
Skirts:

· Skirts in solid navy. Tailored skirts are recommended.
· Skirts out of denim or corduroy material are not considered to be professional dress and therefore are not allowed.

· Skirts may have pockets and top stitching, but all decoration is to be the same color as the skirt, giving the garment a solid appearance.

· Skirt length for official dress must be in the following range: 2” above the knee down to and including mid-calf. Mini skirts and maxi skirts (at or near the ankle) are not allowed. If the skirt is not within the allowable range of length, a 15 point deduction will be taken.
· Skirt slits must be no more than 4” in length.

Dresses: 

· Dresses that have a solid white bodice and a navy skirt with or without a belt that meet the same guidelines as blouses and skirts.

Slacks:
· Tailored dress slacks in navy.

· Denim (including any type of jean pant) or corduroy pants are considered to be casual attire and therefore are not allowed.
· Cargo pants, capris, culottes, shorts of any length, and knit leggings are not considered to be dress slacks.

Shoes:

· Solid color navy or black leather or leather-like shoes. Closed-toe and heel pumps or flats.

· Dress shoes may be plain or have details or decorations of the same color and/or metal decorations of gold, silver or bronze. Edges of soles must not have an evident waffle pattern.

· Athletic shoes (leather or canvas), lace-up shoes, boots and plastic or cloth shoes are not allowed. Shoes should not be multi-colored.

Hose:

· Flesh-tone hose without a pattern. Hose are required with skirts, dresses, or slacks.
· Knee high flesh-tone nylons are acceptable with slacks only.
· Anklets are not considered to be hose.
Accessories:

· Hair accessories, jewelry and belts that are functional and coordinate with the uniform may be worn.

· Large multi-colored accessories and hats are not allowed.

· Official FHA-HERO tie (optional).

· Visible body adornments, such as tattoos, ear gauges, rings and studs attached by piercing body parts other than ears will result in a 15 point deduction. Band-aids may not be used to cover adornments.

· Wearing more than one (1) earring per ear will result in a 15 point deduction.

Official Dress for Males:
Shirts:

· Solid white dress shirts with a traditional dress shirt collar. Collars may be button-down or non-button-down. Shirts must be tucked in pants. If shirts are not tucked in, a 15 point deduction will be taken.

Neckties:

· Solid navy neckties with a Windsor or Four-in-Hand style knot. Ties may have a woven pattern if it is same color as necktie. Long neckties are required.
Slacks:

· Solid navy dress slacks.
· Denim (including any type of jean pant) or corduroy pants are considered to be casual attire and therefore are not allowed.

Socks:

· Solid dress socks colored in navy or black. Socks are required and anklets are not considered to be dress socks.

Shoes:

· Navy or black dress shoes in leather or leather like material or dress boots. Boots should be of a dress or roper style with round toe and low heel.

· Athletic shoes (leather or canvas), plastic or cloth shoes are not allowed. Shoes should not be multi-colored. Edges of soles must not have an evident waffle pattern.

Accessories:

· Hair accessories that are functional, jewelry and belts that coordinate with the uniform may be worn.

· Large multi-colored accessories and hats are not allowed.

· Visible body adornments, such as tattoos, ear gauges, rings and studs attached by piercing body parts other than ears will result in a 15 point deduction. Band-aids may not be used to cover adornments.

· Wearing more than one (1) earring per ear will result in a 15 point deduction.

Guidelines for Conduct:


As a representative of FHA-HERO: The California Affiliate of FCCLA, members have privileges as well as responsibilities. The following guidelines were developed by the State FHA-HERO Executive Council so that California can be proud of its representatives and have them reflect a professional image at all official activities.

Conduct:



1. Members should conduct themselves in a manner which is of credit to them, their families, schools and FHA-HERO. This includes respecting the rights and comfort of others in respect to manners, noise, language and general conduct.

2. No alcoholic beverages or unprescribed drugs (including tobacco) in any form shall be in the possession of or consumed by members at any time while representing the 
      FHA-HERO organization.
3. Members and their chapters will be responsible for any damages they incur.

4. Members will abide by the established curfew for each FHA-HERO activity.

5. Male and female socializing will be allowed in the designated areas as decided by delegates and advisors. Doors and curtains shall remain open during gatherings in individual guestrooms where males and females are in attendance.

6. Members shall inform their advisors of their activities and whereabouts at all times.
